Louise Bourgeois was a French-American artist who created art her
whole life but didn’t become famous until she was in her seventies. Her art is deeply rooted in
her personal life experiences. She was a prolific artist, creating prints, paintings, drawings, and
sculpture. Bourgeois is probably most known for her large scale spider sculptures that can be
seen outside of many art museums. The spider represents her mother, who was a tapestry
artist.
