Supplies 
• Old family photographs (if you cannot cut them, make a 

copy to use) 
• Glue stick 
• Scissors 
• Crayons 
• Pens or pencils in different colors 
• Cardboard or heavy paper 
 

Instructions 
• Glue your photos (or copies of the 

photos) onto the cardboard or heavy 
paper with the glue stick. 

• Write on the photos. You can write about 
anything; here are some ideas: 
- What the people are wearing 
- What you think the people are thinking 
- Who the people in the photograph are, 

and how they are connected 
- What the occasion is for the photograph 

• You can also add color to the 
photographs.
